Edenfield Fell Race was last contested in 2000 as it became a victim the following year to the Foot and Mouth outbreak forcing its cancellation in 2001 and subsequent demise. Alan Life of Clayton prevented a clean sweep for Rossendale by placing third overall and first MV40 in a time of 50.45.  First Female home was Emma Gregory (Preston Harriers/Fell Ponies) in a time of 63.28 (course record).  Gerry Dewhurst (Fell Ponies) was second in 64.41 and Carol Life of Clayton emulated her husband by placing third and first FV40 in a time of 67.30.  Evergreen Barry Rawlinson of Rossendale, produced an excellent run to finish ninth overall in 57.01 and first MV60.  Performance of the day, however, could go to Roy Lee of Middleton who at 77 recorded a superb time of 81.14.  Thanks must go to all those who made today's event possible - helpers, marshals, Rossendale and Pendle Mountain Rescue, Edenfield Cricket Club, Marshalls Quarries (who sponsored trophies) and of course, the competitors, who reportedly found the course testing (particularly the last climb) but enjoyable!  The race will be held again next year, on the first Sunday of June, see next year's FRA Handbook for details.
